(screen: Welcome to LinuxWorld) Hello everyone and welcome to LinuxWorld and the Metrowerks CodeWarrior presentation. We’re happy to have you here with us.  For your entertainment today we have James Lee on the keyboard, and I am Darlene Price, your emcee.

The purpose of this presentation is to give you about a 10 minute overview of 

the #1 best-selling development environment for Linux—(screen: CodeWarrior) CodeWarrior. By a show of hands, how many here have heard of Metrowerks or CodeWarrior?  Good.  How many here are developers?  Great.

Then you’re going to love what you’re about to discover in this demo.  You’ll also want to pay close attention, since I may call on you at any moment and I have several giveaways for correct answers.

Let’s test this quiz concept, and let me ask you a question.  “We are offering a show special on CodeWarrior—who can tell me the discounted price.”  Ok.  I guess that worked well.

In case you’re not not familiar with  (screen: Metrowerks logo) Metrowerks, the company has been in business for over 14 years, has offices throughout the world (screen: Tokyo, Germany, Ottawa, Boston, Austin, Philadelphia, etc.) and it’s flagship product CodeWarrior, is a world-wide award-winning best-seller (screen: 200,000 users, awards) with over 200,000 users and more than 50 versions supporting multiple platforms and operating systems (screen: Macintosh, Windows, Sony Playstation, Solaris, Motorola, Nintendo, Intel, QNX, Palm Pilot, MIPS, IBM).  In fact, as I mentioned, CodeWarrior is the #1 best-selling development environment for Linux in the world today (screen: CodeWarrior, #1 Best-seller, supports Red Hat, SuSE, Caldara and other commercial distributions).

Why is it so popular?  Developers tell us they love CodeWarrior for three key reasons.  

First, (screen: #1) CodeWarrior is one of the quickest ways to develop applications for Linux.  Second, (screen: #2) it has a short learning curve, and third, (screen: #3) it comes with excellent support.

Pay attention--these three reasons may serve as answers to quiz questions.

(screen: Increase development speed and productivity with the IDE)
One of the features in CodeWarrior that helps you to shorten your development time is the Integrated Development Environment or IDE. 

 (software: Demo IDE)  

As we’re showing here, in an IDE, all the tools you use for developing code are combined into a single, seamless application. This includes access to all the components including the editor—which is integrated, the search engine, the project manager, and access to the debugger. 

Let’s start with the key featured called the Project Manager which is at the core of CodeWarrior.  The Project Manager is a graphical representation of what you know as the make file.  Let’s open the project. 

One of the strengths of the Project Manager is the drag and drop feature.  So as you can see, James has just dragged and dropped the demo file into the project manager.

Now, we’ll look at the Link Order tab, which will show you the order in which the project is being linked.  To change the link order it is as easy as dragging and dropping—which allows you to see visually how the entire project is tied together.

Now, the third tab in the Project Manager is “targets” which allows you to easily access the targets.  CodeWarrior allows you to create multiple builds, for example: a debug build and a release build.  Within seconds you can create multiple builds by cloning a new target. 

Not only can the Project Manager keep track of your project, but it can easily allow you to track other subprojects. 

With this visual view, there is no guess work, no trying to remember the funny name that you used—one look and you have it all.

In addition, the Project manager is fully scalable and the combination of subprojects enable you to mange complex projects, even those involving hundreds of programers with millions of lines of code.

The Search Engine 

Another area that increases the productivity is within the search engine.  James, launch the search engine.  To increase productivity, you can search just within the project by selecting the multi file search—this is unique to CodeWarrior.  We then select batch find.  We’ll select sources and then find all variables defined as a character by typing in CHAR and select find.

This is the search results screen.  It has most of the features found in other search engines, but it also includes the ability to highlight your results, and edit immediately.  

File Compare

Another useful utility that CodeWarrior offers is the file compare.  You first choose the files you want to compare.   Next, choose another file you want to compare it to.  You are then given a graphical representation of the difference.  On the bottom of the window it summarizes the differences. If we scroll through this window, CodeWarrior keeps the two files synchronized so we never get lost. We can adjust differences and edit on the fly with a single click of the mouse.

Editor

The final area that makes CodeWarrior a great tool for quick development is it’s world-class editor.  Now before you stone me, we understand that most developers already have a favorite editor—however, the CodeWarrior editor has a few unique features because of its integration.  Let’s double-click to open a file in the editor. Of course, the editor has all the standard features you would expect.

· Multiple panes

· Color syntax

· Drag and drop editing


· Balance commands


However, it also has a few unique features such as the ability to change line endings.  For example, let’s select one of the icons to change the line endings from Linux to DOS and back again.  This allows the editor to always displays files properly, regardless of what host operating system created the file. 

Another unique feature is the ability to navigate to dependency files directly within the editor.

Now, we’ve gone through a lot of features, fairly quickly—did everyone get all that?

(Quiz Question)

Fortunately, another way CodeWarrior increases productivity, (screen: Shorten the Learning Curve) is its ability to shorten the learning curve. As Penguin says, “It’s easy.”

It’s also Cross-Platform—CodeWarrior will allow you to convert existing projects to and from Windows, Mac and Solaris, as long as it’s not OS specific.  This could save you months of re-development time.

I addition, until you learn the built-in features, such as the editor, you can plug in your old editor and get started right away. 

Build system plug-in design

The most powerful way in which CodeWarrior can be extended is via the build system’s plug-in architecture. 

Import/Export Key Bindings

In addition, we can also shorten the learning curve by importing a saved set of bindings. For example, to make CodeWarrior behave like eMacs, we can import a set of key bindings that mimic eMaxs. 

These are just some of the ways that CodeWarrior shortens your learning curve.  

Of course, there are over 200,000 existing CodeWarrior users that should find the Linux version easy, since almost (screen: consistent interface – learn once, use forever) all 52 versions of CodeWarrior have the exact same user interface.  Using CodeWarrior also helps reduce an entire company’s learning curve, since there are literally (screen: CodeWarrior is an industry standard – taught at over 1,100 schools and universities) thousands of new college graduates that already know CodeWarrior.  As an industry standard, CodeWarrior is taught at over 1,100 schools and universities around the world.

So that’s a look at how CodeWarrior helps you develop applications quicker within its easy-to-navigate IDE and how it helps shorten the learning curve.  

The third main reason developers use CodeWarrior is excellent support.  

James, let’s take a look at some of the support features.  CodeWarrior has on-line help in pdf and HTML format. (software: show on-line help), plus it comes with excellent sample projects  (software: show sample project) that help you get up and running fast—such as this one.

And of course, (screen: CodeWarrior Support: On-line help, sample projects, Internet, Telephone) all Metrowerks products also come with the Internet and telephone support that the company is known for.

Now before we wrap up with the CodeWarrior GNU edition, we would like to give you a sneak preview of the never-before seen upcoming Professional version that will be shipping within the year.  However, the sneak preview demo of PRO will be shown at the workstations.
